Description
The I-Link® Cellular RTU is a remote monitoring system designed specifically for use in monitoring lift stations and
other pumping applications. The system consists of the I-Link® 200 Cellular RTU hardware interface and cus-
tomized data access through a I-Link ® Web Portal . The data portal provides access to status of the monitored
equipment, administrative services, report generation, and alarm notifications. The I-Link® 200 Cellular RTU unit
uses an integral cell-based communications gateway to forward alarms and status data to the data portal.

Communications
I-Link® remote devices use the GSM cellular networking technology to provide two-way communications between
the data portal and the remote equipment. The RTU device contains a built-in cellular gateway module and a user-
mounted antenna. The gateway features a removable SIM card containing the configuration and network person-
ality information needed to connect to the local cell network. The SIM card is associated with ongoing data serv-
ices and is required to guarantee connectivity to the local cell service provider. The RTU is shipped with a pre-con-
figured SIM card that must be activated prior to installation and start-up.

Data Interface
The I-Link ® Web Portal uses standards-based methods of presenting data and providing alarm condition notifica-
tions. Alarms are forwarded to users with SMS (text) messaging services, voice phone, and/or standard email.
The notifications contain information on the device and the alarm condition so a proper response can be 
initiated immediately. Notifications are sent according to a user-configurable escalation scheme and 
may be acknowledged remotely. 

The data portal comprises a dedicated web page accessible only by users with secure login
credentials . The website provides the user tools to monitor and manage remote assets .

I-Link® 200
Standard I-Link® 200 Cellular RTU models are shipped with an omni-directional
antenna and a cell service SIM card.  The I-Link® 200 RTU provides inputs to con-
nect up to (4) configurable digital signals .  Each input has individually configurable
name and alarm behaviors. (2) digital pump inputs capture cycle counts and run
time.   Associated with each digital pump input is an analog (4-20mA) input for
monitoring pump current.  Alarm thresholds may be set for over or under current
conditions and a pump current snapshot is logged for each pump cycle to aid in
diagnostics and preventative maintenance.  (2) additional configurable 4-20mA
analog inputs monitor continuous tank levels or other analog sensors.  All alarms
are configurable to send notifications on transitions into and/or out-of alarm con-
ditions or to log the transition in the database.  The RTU contains an ultra-capac-
itor to provide enough power to send a power outage alarm in the event of power
loss to the unit.  In an application that uses battery-backed controls, the I-Link®

can be configured to notify on loss of line power AND loss of back-up power.  Each
includes a digital (relay) output that may be turned on remotely.  

I-Link® Retro 200
The  is available in a self-contained weatherproof retro-fit enclosure that can be
mounted externally to a control panel for applications where there is not suffi-
cient panel space within the main control enclosure.   Each includes a breaker,
power supply, field wiring terminals, plus the Cellular RTU and antenna.
